The implementation strategies
provide a multifaceted approach to increased
awareness, education, and response to healthcare
safety events, such as healthcare-associated infections
(HAIs), antimicrobial resistant (AR) organisms, and
preventable adverse events (PAES).

Texas Antibiotic Resistance Lab Network

The Texas Antibiotic Resistance Lab Network Response
Plan is used to solidify Texas’ strategies for identification
and containment of multidrug-resistant organisms
(MDROs) and to increase the state’s capacity to respond
to AR threats. This plan includes two components: a
coordinated work plan and an outreach plan. This plan
includes Texas response tiers for resistance
mechanisms which include thresholds for conducting
onsite infection control assessments and colonization
studies, as well as the events or results that would
trigger ongoing follow-up visits.

2021 Texas Antibiotic Healthcare
Associated Infection Outbreak Plan

The Texas DSHS Healthcare Safety Investigations
Group identifies, responds to, and tracks healthcare-
associated infection (HAI) outbreaks. Descriptive
analyses were conducted on the 2021 HAI outbreak
responses and the results were compared with the
responses from 2017. A total of 1,331 HAI outbreaks
were reported in 2021, with 92% of these outbreaks
occurring in long-term care facilities and caused by
COVID-19.
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The other most common organisms involved in 2021
HAI outbreaks were Acinetobacter, Candida and
Enterobacterales species. In 2021, there was a
twelvefold increase of HAI outbreaks compared to
2017, primarily due to the COVID-19 pandemic. There
were 261 cases of Candida auris reported in 2021;
226 of the cases were part of a regional outbreak
investigation.

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Treatment for COVID-19

DSHS recommends Paxlovid as the first-line treatment to
reduce the risk of hospitalization and death due to COVID-
19 for high-risk Texans with symptomatic COVID-19.
Treatments for COVID-19 are most effective when taken
within a few days of symptom onset. Individual at higher
risk including older adults (ages 50 years or more, with risk
increasing with age), people who are unvaccinated and
people with certain medical conditions (such as chronic
lung disease, heart disease, or a weakened immune
system) should talk to their healthcare provider or use the
HHS COVID-19 Test-to-Treat Locator to find out about
treatment options if diagnosed with COVID-19. For more
information see:
