Halazepam, which is item #23 in December 10, 1981 Change Order, will
become item #12.

Lorazepam, which is item #11, will become item /113 and so on down the
list to item #24 which will be Temazepam.

S.B. 322—79th Legislature provided paragraph 2.06(e) which stated
“Unless containing (Limited) quantities . which
listed difenoxin with limited quantities as item (f)(1).

The federal register, June 2’4, 1980, page 42264 issued a final
order for Dextropoxyphene ( ) to be listed under paragraph
1308.Ll(b)(2) in the code of Federal Regulations. That paragraph states
“unless specifically excepted or unless listed in another schedule,
[any] material, compound, mixture, or preparation containing [any] of
the following narcotic drugs, or their salts calculated as the free
anhydrous base or alkaloid, in [limited] quantities as set forth
below:

(1) Not more than 1 milligram of difenoxin and not. less than 25
micrograms of atropine per dosage unit.

(2) Dextroproposyphene (alpha—(+)—14—dimethylamino—l, 2—diphenyl—
3—methyl-2—propion oxybutane)

A change order was done March 31, 1981 deleting subparagraph (1), of paragraph
Ce) of Sec. 2.06., which is Dextroproposyphene ( ), and adding it to
subparagraph (2), of paragraph (f), Sec. 2.06.

This change was done because of the Federal Register’s final notice.
Because of the terms “any” in Sec. 2.06Ce)(1), 1979 republication,
Dextropropoxyphene C————) should not have been moved to Sec. 2.06(f)(2),
because the listing does not have limits as called for in Sec. 2.06(f) 1979
republication.

Therefore, Sec. 2.06(e) from the 1979 republication should be placed back
in the 1982 republication. Since the paragraph wording was never removed
by official change order. Then Dextropropoxyphene C ) should be
replaced under Sec. 2.06(e)(1) so as to require the law effect for [any]
quantity.

Then Sec. 2.06(f) from the 1979 republication should be placed back in
the 1982 republication since the paragraph text was never relettered
by an official Change Order. This will provide Sec. 2.06(f), that
requires a [limited] quantity of the drug involved. In this case the
Sec. 2.06(f)(l) is for difenoxin with limits defined. The change involves
relettering paragraph (e), subparagraph (1) of the 1981 republication to
paragraph (f) subparagraph (1).
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
