COVID-19 Influenza All Other Conditions

What to 
Report

• Positive COVID-19 PCR test 

• Positive COVID-19 antigen 
test (including at-home test)

• Fever (≥100°F, 37.8°C) and a 
cough/sore throat without a 
known cause other than 
influenza 

• All confirmed or suspected 
cases of the conditions on 
the Texas Notifiable 
Condition list:

Reporting 
Guidelines 

• Reporting is required. 

• Report cases that meet the 
definition criteria using the 
survey link sent via email 
every Friday.

• Parent/guardian reports of a 
positive PCR or antigen test 
should be included. 

• Complete one survey for 
each campus by Wednesday 
each week. 

• Reporting sporadic cases is 
voluntary.

• Reporting is required for 
outbreaks, influenza-
associated pediatric 
mortality, and suspected  
novel influenza. Follow the 
guidelines in the “All Other 
Conditions” column. 

• Report cases that meet the 
definition criteria using the 
survey link sent via email 
every Friday. 

• Complete one survey for 
each campus by Wednesday 
each week. 

• Reporting is required.
