After September 1, 2004, please use our new name on any patches that you have manufactured. EMS
professonas have the option of immediatdy replacing the patches with new ones, or smply waiting until
new patches are needed to obtain the new design. If EMS professionals do choose to obtain new
patches, they should not wear them before September 1, 2004.
