How do you start getting services?
You can contact the agencies below by phone or mail, or you can link to them through:

4 your parole or probation officer; or
4 medical or social service providers in your area.

What can we do for you?

L 2 We will work closely with you, correctional staff, and your parole/probation officers to assist with pre- and post-release
plans.

2 We will help you access health care, medication assistance, and support services in the Free World.

L 2 We will provide HIV education and wellness training to help you build health and success in the Free World.

2 We will provide referrals for you and your family to meet your needs and support your efforts to maintain good health.

L 2 We will meet with you after your release at your home, at your medical provider, at other agencies, or at our offices.

2 We will provide bilingual staff to serve Spanish-speaking persons.
