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INTRODUCTION

The Lamb County Community Health Assessment represents a major effort to document health issues in Lamb County.

The purpose of the Lamb County Community Health Assessment is to provide useful information that can assist individuals and organizations in improving health and maximizing resources in Lamb County.

This report includes:

· Feedback from 501 individuals who completed a survey;
· Feedback from 75 individuals who attended a community meeting; and 

· Available demographic and epidemiological information (e.g., population and disease information).

In January 2009, the Honorable William A. Thompson, Jr., County Judge for Lamb County, requested the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) develop a community health assessment report for Lamb County.  Dr. Peter Pendergrass, Regional Director for DSHS Health Services Region (HSR) 1, approved Judge Thompson’s request.  Dr. Pendergrass requested the DSHS Centers for Program Coordination, Policy & Innovation (CPCPI) work with the HSR 1 Public Health Improvement Team in developing the assessment.  Dr. Rick Danko, Director for CPCPI, and Dr. Pendergrass approved a plan for DSHS to develop the Lamb County Community Health Assessment.  
DSHS staff assigned to develop the assessment included:

· Mike Gilliam, Jr., M.S.W., M.P.H. (Assessment & Benchmarking Specialist, CPCPI);

· Devon Casey, M.P.A. (Program Specialist, Public Health Improvement Team Lead, HSR 1); and

A survey was developed and implemented to collect information from individuals 16 years of age and older who lived and/or worked in Lamb County.  The survey was available online and on paper in English and Spanish.  Paper surveys were distributed to a variety of businesses, health providers, schools and churches.  The paper survey could be downloaded from www.dshs.state.tx.us/lamb.   The survey was available from 03/20/09 to 05/08/09.

From 03/24/09 to 03/31/09, community meetings were held at the following locations in Lamb County to promote the assessment and inform people how they could participate:

· Olton Ag Pavilion (Olton);
· Lamb Healthcare Center (Littlefield);
· Amherst Community Center (Amherst);
· Sudan Community Center (Sudan); and

· Earth City Hall (Earth).

A media announcement, advertising the Lamb County Community Health Assessment was sent to media in Lamb County.
Approximately 700 emails and/or faxes were sent to health-related providers, businesses, city/county governments, schools, faith-based organizations and other civic/community organizations in Lamb County notifying them about the assessment.  A website (www.dshs.state.tx.us/lamb) was the major point of access to the project.

The information collected from survey participants and community meeting participants is based on convenience (non-probability) sampling and reflects the perceptions of individuals who participated.  DSHS cannot guarantee the accuracy of information collected from the surveys and community meetings.  (Note: Statements in italics represent the direct feedback from survey participants and community meeting participants.)

I believe we need to find the problems and find a solution and realize that these problems are not issues that will be fixed in a day realize that they may take years to fix. I also believe that we need to try to embrace those who show interest in out community because after all in the long run it will be our children grand children who will keep out problems if we as a whole DO NOT ACT!

…I realize I should become more educated about the reasons why our health and safety need improvement and how to help in all of these matters instead of just voicing my opinion and would like to help where I can.  I pray that everyone would take a part and somehow band together against the wrongdoings going on.  We need our leaders to be extra strong and we need for them to delegate missions to all of us common people to work for the good of our community.

…I feel that health and safety should start with children and their parents.  Unfortunately, many parents can’t care or are too busy to make sure that the children are not smoking, drinking, or doing drugs.  And until parents start taking control of their children, nothing is going to change, not even with all the training in the world.

…COMMUNITY NEEDS MORE PREVENTIVE CARE AND EDUCATIONAL SERVICES.

…After looking around our community and giving some thought to this question, I find we have some who are dependent of wheel chairs or walking canes and see the need for ramps in homes as well as businesses.

· Lamb County residents had a cancer incidence rate (2001 – 2005) for prostate cancer 42% higher than the state rate.  (pg. 81)

· It is estimated that 6% (834) of the population of Lamb County has a serious mental illness.  (pg. 82)

Conclusions:

1. While the majority of respondents said that their health and quality of life was good or very good, they said that the health of their community was poor or very poor.  
2. Information on available community health services and opportunities is not readily available.

Recommendations: 

1. A committed group of community stakeholders (e.g., residents, elected officials, health providers, civic leaders, DSHS, etc.) in Lamb County should come together to review findings from the assessment and determine what issue(s) can be realistically addressed.  After determining what issue(s) can be “realistically addressed,” a multi-organizational plan should be developed and implemented to address the issue(s). 

2. Clearly and consistently advertise community health services and opportunities available to individuals in Lamb County (e.g., nutrition, obesity, exercise, etc.).

CONCLUSIONS & RECOMMENDATIONS
The following are conclusions and recommendations for community leaders to consider as they work to improve health and maximize resources in Lamb County.

Conclusions:

1. While the majority of respondents said that their health and quality of life was good or very good, they said that the health of their community was poor or very poor.  
2. Information on available community health services and opportunities is not readily available.

Recommendations: 

1. A committed group of community stakeholders (e.g., residents, elected officials, health providers, civic leaders, DSHS, etc.) in Lamb County should come together to review findings from the assessment and determine what issue(s) can be realistically addressed.  After determining what issue(s) can be “realistically addressed,” a multi-organizational plan should be developed and implemented to address the issue(s). 

2. Clearly and consistently advertise community health services and opportunities available to individuals in Lamb County (e.g., nutrition, obesity, exercise, etc.). 
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
