II. Program Update

a. TV Administrative Updates   
Dr. Manda Hall, Office of Title V & Family Health Director, introduced herself and stated that prior to this role she served as the Title V Children with Special Health Care Needs Director and is very excited to continue her work in Maternal and Child Health.
The following Block Grant State Health Performance Measures were recently approved by the DSHS Commission, Dr. Hellerstedt:

1. The first performance measure is related to children with special health care needs and will focus on community integration for children with special health care needs and their families.

2. The second performance measure is cross-cutting or life core looking at overweight and obesity across the life cores.
3. The third performance measure is perinatal and infant health working on infant mortality disparities.

4. The fourth performance measure is adolescent health looking at quality component of care. 

DSHS is undergoing a transition with the Health and Human Services System.  The transition plan is on the HHS Transformation website at http://www.hhsc.state.tx.us/hhs-transformation/index.shtml .

There will be a Public hearing on the transition plan by the HHS Transition Oversight Committee on the morning of March 31 at the Capitol.
b. FY 16 FPL Revision
On February 24, 2016 an email blast was sent instructing that the 2016 FPL table on the Family & Community Health Services Division HOUSEHOLD Eligibility Worksheet was updated and posted to the website at http://www.dshs.state.tx.us/chscontracts/all_forms.shtm#TitleVMCH.  The 2016 FPL went into effect on March 1, 2016.

c. Contract Development and Support Branch Update 
Julie Irby stated that there will not be FY16 midyear reallocations.

Julie Irby reported that the FY17 renewal packets and funding rosters are in the approval process and will be ready soon.  
Joan Aalbers informed that the FY17 Renewal FORM E: Title V Ceiling Request and Performance Measures has a third column added entitled “average cost per client”.  The form instructions give detailed step-by-step guidance of how to complete this form.

d. Web-based Integrated Business Information System (IBIS) Update
A web-based Integrated Business Information System known, as IBIS, is being developed for Title V Fee-for-Service contractors, Children with Special Health Care Needs, Kidney Health and for Hemophilia Assistance Program.  This system is required to be used for eligibility screening and claims.  There will also be reports to assist with funds management.

Title V and the Hemophilia Assistance Program have been descoped at this time so that the system can be completed for Children with Special Health Care Needs and Kidney Health.  This means that IBIS will not be going live for Title V for a while.  We will keep you posted on the system build.

Children ages 6 through 35 months may receive preventive dental services through this program.  Dentists must be trained either online or in person and certified by the Department of State Health Services Oral Health Program in order to bill D0145 and be reimbursed.

Children ages 6 months through 35 months may receive intermediate oral evaluation with fluoride varnish application.  Providers (physicians, physician assistants, and advanced practice register nurses) must complete the Oral Evaluation and Fluoride Vanish component in the Medical Home training and be certified by DSHS Oral Health Program in order to bill CPT code 99429-U5.
