All requests (regardless of type), must:
· Demonstrate a clear link between the use of item, the participant’s need, and the SED
· Be approved at CFT meeting as a resource/strategy that links to the identified need and be included in the wraparound plan
· Verify that other resources were attempted but that Medicaid is now being used as the payer of last resort
· Include the wraparound plan as an attachment to the IPC in CMBHS
· Be monitored through wraparound process to assess for effectiveness in achieving identified goal(s)
· Include proof that at least three bids or prices were solicited if the request is over $500
· Include an itemized list of goods or services with prices rather than “lump sum”.  Examples:
· Request is for art supplies which include:  two canvases ($20), set of acrylic paint ($22.99), and set of 10 brushes ($8.99)  
· Request is for karate classes which includes a one-time registration fee ($50), and two months of classes at $70 per month.

Verification of Background and Health & Safety Checks
· It is the responsibility of the LMHA to ensure that 
1) background checks have been completed on anyone who will be providing a lesson, class, or seasonal activity 
2)  health and safety checks are completed for the facility
· The health and safety check form can be found on the YES Waiver website
· Verification is only required once for each person and each facility.  The LMHA can keep a log of approved people/places
· Requests must include a statement verifying that the background and Health and Safety checks have been completed

Memberships
· Requests cannot be for more than 3 months at a time
· The months of intended use need to be specified in request
· Memberships can only be purchased for client and one LAR, if the wraparound plan clearly outlines the LAR being a part of the strategy

Examples
· Requesting "Mad Dragon" and "I'm not Bad, I'm just Mad" ($25 for books) and "Temper Tamers” jar game ($15) for client to use with his CLS and family members to learn positive ways to handle his anger, and new coping skills when he becomes upset. These adaptive aids addresses goal #2: client will learn how to control his anger before it gets out of control. Will be purchased on Amazon.com. Shipping and handling is included in the requested amount. All other sources of funding have been exhausted. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]AAS Request #O is for the purchase of Qixels design creator (14.99), Qixels fuse blaster start kit (10.99), and 1 Qixels refill pack (9.99) on target.com plus tax and $5 in case price changes.  Shipping is free.  PDF of items is attached along with wrap plan.  AAS will allow for client to meet need number 1 and 2 on recovery plan by allowing him time by himself so that another family member (brothers) can get time with their mom without client interrupting or becoming jealous.  In addition, support team will work with client on using arts and crafts including this one as a relaxation skill to avoid any verbal or physical aggression when he does not get his way.  Treatment team agrees that this could help with handling anger and his ability to show self-management.  Local resources were unavailable to help.  Free art classes are being looked in to in the future but resources are limited in the area.  Bob will contemplate increasing skills in art therapy in the future.  
· Request is for the skills training book '101 Ways to Teach Children Social Skills' for $39.95 to assist Christopher with need "Christopher needs to feel control over some aspects of his life" and outcome "Christopher will reduce anger outbursts and learn healthier ways to feel in control". The CLS will use this illustrated book to teach skills to Christopher. It includes 101 ready-to-use, reproducible activities to help children improve their social skills. Great as the basis of a social skills curriculum. 
· Requesting funds for weekly violin lessons at Round Rock Lessons for end of May thru end of August, at $126.66 a month to equal $380 for three months. Address needs statement #1 from her current wrap around plan, "Sage needs to know that she can find a positive outlet for her emotions and engage in fulfilling activities." Sage has an identified strength of loving music, and wanting to learn to play an instrument to develop healthy coping skills in expressing herself, avoiding arguments and helping her calm down. A health and safety check has been completed.
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
