Overview:  
· The Participant can receive all YES Waiver TRR services (i.e. Intensive Case Management, therapy)
· The Participant cannot receive YES Waiver Services until the qualifying Medicaid type is active (i.e. Art therapy, Paraprofessional)
· The LMHA is responsible for assisting the Participant to obtain YES Waiver Medicaid insurance
· Refer to MEPDTips for instructions on how to apply for Medicaid

Process
1. Perform Clinical Eligibility assessment 
a. Request deviation to LOC-YES on the CANS authorization
b. Submit CE—Pending to CMBHS
c. Complete all standard TRR assessment paperwork (i.e. Diagnosis, Narrative Assessment)
2. Provide Intensive Case Management per TAC regulations
a. Assist the client with the Medicaid Application
b. Begin Wraparound Process
i. Follow process in order
ii. When creating the Wraparound Plan, identify strategies other than YES Waiver Services
c. Complete YES Waiver Forms
i. Pending Authorization of Services Letter
3. Enroll Participant in YES Waiver (once Medicaid becomes active)
a. Establish Clinical Eligibility
i. Complete Clinical Eligibility form
ii. Submit CE—Initial to CMBHS
b. Complete YES Waiver Forms
i. Authorization of Services Letter
ii. Notice of Participant Rights
iii. Freedom of Choice
iv. Provider Selection Form
v. Participant Agreement
c. Continue Wraparound Process
i. [bookmark: _GoBack]Modify Wraparound Plan to include YES Waiver Services
ii. Submit Initial Individual Plan of Care to CMBHS
