Introduction:

This document is a description of the Texas Cancer Registry (TCR) data items that are available to customers for analysis and research. However, TCR will only release data fields that have been submitted to the North American Association of Central Cancer Registries (NAACCR) and/or National Program of Cancer Registries (NPCR). This ensures that any data released has met a protocol of quality standards.

*Confidential variables are only available for release with prior Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) Institutional Review Board (IRB) approval. Variables that may be considered by the TCR as confidential are noted with an asterisk. File Contents:

A cancer incidence file for analysis and research is created each year based on the file submitted to NPCR. This file has complete (at least 95%) statewide data for neoplasms diagnosed between 1995 and 2008. More recent data are available on a limited basis for certain types of studies. The TCR cancer incidence file contains records of cancer diagnosed in the state of Texas (both residents and non-residents).  Individual-level non-resident data is not released to researchers. Additionally, individual-level data reported solely by a Department of Veteran’s Affairs facility will not be released to researchers. 

Requested TCR data can be provided in a SAS dataset, a .dbf, Excel, or a fixed-width ASCII file. The file formats available may depend on the variables requested and the size of the final dataset. Files will be sent by secure WS-FTP.  

TCR-created tumor identifier (GEO_UNIQUE) and patient identifier (ID_NUM) will be included in all datasets.
