	Needs Assessment Group Discussion and additional questions
	Points of Discussion

· Jennifer Smith (Texas CVD and Stroke Partnership Goal II Committee Chair) gave an update on Goal Committee II. The Goal II Committee was preparing to present at the upcoming TSHAC meeting. Goal II is currently focused on sodium reduction in schools. 

·  Meeting attendees suggested Goal II and AHA combine their efforts by distributing AHA’s grassroots alerts to both the members of the SHACs and members of the general public. 

· Goal II is focused on assisting schools in moving forward in sodium reduction. The Purpose of the Goal II presentation at The TSHAC meeting was to work with schools to assist them in moving towards sodium reduction early. The Goal II committee would like to receive input from TSHAC as far as the best way to assist schools. Goal II would also like to encourage schools to adopt procurement policies for healthier foods with sodium reduction in mind. 

· Dr. Fonseca provided input on behalf of the Public Health Coalition. The Public Health Coalition originally suggested that TDA, the entity that provides the standards for TEA, to meet or exceed the 2010 guidelines related to sodium, added sugars, and saturated fats ;TDA is not currently using this standard to guide the free and reduced school lunch program (both breakfast and lunch are served in this program).  

·  The TSHAC meeting took place on Monday, Sept 12. TSHAC was receptive to the Goal II recommendations and did provide input to Goal II.

·   The attendees requested additional sodium related date from the BRFSS:

· Additional data from the BRFSS was provided by Rosemary Ang: In 2009, 76.4% of hypertensive adults reported cutting down on salt to help lower or control their high blood pressure.  
·  The attendees requested additional information on companies that can perform nutritional analysis.

·  The meeting attendees discussed the following possible areas of focus for the collaborative:

· Promote organizations to join the National Salt Reduction Initiative

· Focus sodium reduction efforts on Health Service Regions 1and 2/ 4 and 5 due to prevalence of high blood pressure in those areas

· Encourage TDA to meet or exceed the existing most current nutritional guidelines because all of the ISD’s that are participating in the school lunch program would already be in the procurement chain for the upcoming standards related to sodium, saturated fat, and added sugars.
