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In 2019, there were 64,037 actively licensed pharmacy
technicians in Texas.

This number represented a 12.2% increase since 2014 and
2 91.9% increase since 2009.

Relative to population growth, the size of the pharmacy
technician workforce has improved by 38.8% over the past
10 years.
