Common Commensal: 
· Diphtheroids [Corynebacterium spp. not C. diphtheriae], 
· Bacillus spp. [not B. anthracis], 
· Propionibacterium spp., 
· coagulase-negative staphylococci [including S. epidermidis], 
· viridans group streptococci, Aerococcus spp., and 
· Micrococcus spp.

Secondary BSI:
· Scenario 1: Blood and site-specific specimen cultures match for at least one organism: In a patient suspected of having an infection, if blood and a site-specific specimen are collected for culture and both are positive for at least one matching organism, AND if the site-specific culture is an element used to meet the infection site criterion, the BSI is considered secondary to that site-specific infection.

· Scenario 2: Blood and site-specific specimen cultures do not match: If the blood isolate is an element used to meet the site-specific criterion, then the BSI is considered secondary to that site-specific infection. (BURN, JNT, MEN, OREP, PNU2, PNU3, UMB, BONE, DISC, GIT, IAB SA, USI, ENDO)

MBI: Immunocompromised patients include those with neutropenia (absolute neutrophil count or total white blood cell count (WBC) <500/mm3), leukemia, lymphoma, HIV with CD4 count <200, or splenectomy; those who are early post-transplant, are on cytotoxic chemotherapy, or are on high dose steroids (e.g., >40mg of prednisone or its equivalent (>160mg hydrocortisone, >32mg methylprednisolone, >6mg dexamethasone, >200mg cortisone) daily for >2weeks).
