Interpretation for Table 1: 

 According to 2010 Texas Health Care Information Collection (THCIC), Inpatient Hospital 

Discharge Public Use Data, there were a total of 941 hospital discharges among children 0-17 

years in Bexar County, Texas in which asthma was the primary diagnosis. 
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 In Bexar County, there were 68 different patient ZIP codes in which hospital discharge data were 

reported. In 32 of the 68 ZIP codes, fewer than 12 asthma hospitalizations were reported among 

children and are therefore suppressed from this report.  

 In Bexar County, 12 or more asthma hospitalizations occurred among children in each of 36 

patient ZIP codes.

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Interpretation for Table 2: 

 According to 2010 THCIC Inpatient Hospital Discharge Public Use Data, 47 asthma 

hospitalizations occurred among children from ZIP code 78228. In Bexar County, this is the 

highest number of child asthma hospitalizations per patient ZIP code compared to other patient 

ZIP codes reported. 

 In Bexar County, more than 35 child asthma hospitalizations occurred among patients from each 

of five different patient ZIP codes. These ZIP codes were 78228, 78207, 78227, 78245, and 

78223. About 22.3% of child asthma hospitalizations in Bexar County occurred among patients 

from these five ZIP codes. 

 

 

 

Limitations to the data used in this report: 

 This report does not include patients from a ZIP code in which there were fewer than thirty 
patients included in the ZIP code. However, there were no asthma hospitalizations reported 
among such patients. 

 This report does not include patients from a hospital that had fewer than fifty discharges in a 
quarter or had fewer than five discharges of a particular gender, including ‘unknown’. 

 Fewer than 12 asthma hospitalizations occurred among patients from 32 different ZIP codes in 
Bexar County. Therefore, the number of asthma hospitalizations cannot be reported for those 
ZIP codes. 

 The Texas Hospital Inpatient Discharge Public Use Data results do not include HIV and 
drug/alcohol use patients. 

 Hospitalization data are based on inpatient hospitalization and do not include emergency 
department (ED) visits which did not result in hospital admission. By not including these ED 
asthma visits, the burden of serious asthma episodes is not fully captured. 

 The Texas Hospital Inpatient Discharge Public Use Data represent the number of inpatient 
hospitalizations. Since the data have been de-identified and an individual can be hospitalized 
more than once for the same condition during the data collection period, multiple 
hospitalizations for the same individual and the same diagnosis cannot be distinguished. 

 Texas Hospital Inpatient Discharge Public Use Data is not a complete source of information on 
asthma-related discharges because some hospitals in Texas are exempt from reporting 
requirements. This may result in an underestimation of the number of related discharges.
