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In 2003, there were 39 reported hospitalizations due to injuries from fireworks.  It is important to note that this does not include injuries that did not result in hospitalization (those that are treated at home, by EMS, or those that are treated and released from a hospital emergency department without subsequent hospitalization).
· More hospitalizations were reported for men (69%) than for women (31%)

· 85% of hospitalizations due to fireworks-related injuries occur close to New Year’s Eve (13% in December, 26% in January) or the 4th of July (46%), with the remaining 15% occurring during the other 9 months of the year
· The most common admitting diagnosis was 2nd degree burns
· Other admitting diagnoses included burns to the eyes, amputation of fingers, fractures, and open wounds to the groin area
· The average billed amount for fireworks-related injuries that result in hospitalization was approximately $7,400

· Hospitalizations by age group: less than 10 years of age (18%), 10 to 19 years (38%), and 20 years and older (44%) 
· The oldest person hospitalized for fireworks-related injuries was over 85 years old

· The youngest person hospitalized for fireworks-related injuries was less than 5 years old
· 13% of patients hospitalized for firework-related injuries were discharged with moderate disability expected
