Agenda Item 1 was to call the meeting to order at 9:00 am by Dr. Hinson, chair.

Agenda Item 2 was the approval of the minutes from the July 8, 2005 meeting.  A motion was made by Ms. Clack to accept the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 3 was the discussion and possible action regarding reports from the following board committees:

Ms. DeSobe gave the Ethics Committee report.  The committee discussed 11 complaints, of which 2 complaints were tabled for additional information, 1 complaint was closed as nonjurisdictional, 3 complaints were closed as unsubstantiated but with advisement, 4 complaints were closed as unsubstantiated and 1 complaint was proposed for an administrative penalty. A motion was made Ms. Womack to accept the report.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Ms. Womack gave the Licensing Standards Committee report.  She reported that the committee reviewed 10 requests, of which 4 requests were approved, 5 requests were denied and 1 request was tabled for additional information.  A motion was made by Ms. DeSobe to accept the report.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Ms. DeSobe gave the Rules Committee report.  The committee discussed the pending proposed rules and the flow chart on steps to licensure and rule processes. A motion was made by Dr. VanAmburgh to accept the report. The motion was seconded and passed.  A motion was made by Ms. DeSobe to post the proposed rule changes in Texas Register.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 4 was the discussion and possible action on the following pending complaints awaiting final disciplinary action:

MF-02-046 and MF-03-001 was not discussed.

MF-05-023 and MF-05-024 was regarding the surrender of the license.  A motion was made by Dr. VanAmburgh to accept the surrender.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 5 was the report from the Board Chair.

Agenda Item 6 was the report from the Executive Director.  Mr. Horton discussed his work experience.

Agenda Item 7 was the report from the Professional Licensing and Certification Unit management. Ms. Peterson gave the report.  She discussed the budget, Hurricane Katrina relief efforts and the new licensing database. Mr. Mills discussed the Hurricane Rita telephone help-line.

Agenda Item 8 was the discussion and possible action on the election of a Vice-Chair. A motion was made by Dr. VanAmburgh to nominate Ms. DeSobe.  The motion was seconded and passed.  Ms. DeSobe was elected as Vice-Chair.

Agenda Item 9 was the report from AMFTRB and CLEAR by Ms. DeSobe.  She discussed the national examination and the Professional Examination Service practice examination.

Agenda Item 10 was the discussion regarding customer service and licensing processes.  Mr. Mills discussed the customer survey. 

Agenda Item 12 was the discussion regarding issues related to recent legislation requiring a jurisprudence examination. The examination will affect new applicants and will be effective September 2006. A motion was made by Ms. DeSobe to include the jurisprudence examination as a continuing education option.  The motion was seconded and passed. 

Agenda Item 11 was the discussion regarding the board committees. No action taken.
