Agenda Item 1 was to call the meeting to order at 9:15 am, by Dr. Hinson, chair.

Agenda Item 2 was the approval of the minutes from the July 22, 2006 meeting.   A motion was made by Mr. Puhl to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 3 was public comment. Ms. Bartley addressed the board.

Agenda Item 4 was the discussion and possible action regarding the reports from the following board committees:

Ms. DeSobe gave the Ethics Committee report.  The committee discussed 16 complaints of which 4 cases were closed with advisement, 4 cases were tabled, 1 case was proposed for a reprimand, 2 cases were closed as unsubstantiated, 1 cases was proposed for a cease and desist, 3 cases were closed as no violation and 1 cases was closed as non-jurisdictional.  A motion was made by Mr. Sampson to approve the report.  The motion was seconded and passed.

The committee also considered the offer to surrender. A motion was made by Ms.DeSobe to accept the surrender of licensure without cause.  The motion was seconded and discussed.  The motion was denied.  

Ms. Womack gave the Licensing Standards Committee report.  The committee discussed 8 cases, of which 3 cases were approved and 5 cases were tabled for additional information.  A motion was made by Mr. Puhl to accept the report.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Dr. VanAmburgh gave the Professional Development Committee report.  The committee discussed the status of the jurisprudence examination and the submission of new questions for the examination.  A motion was made by Ms. DeSobe to accept the report. The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 5 was the discussion regarding the Licensing Qualification (Portability) Review workgroup. Dr. Sampson discussed topics that the workgroup will review regarding portability.  A motion was made by Ms. Clack to accept the report. The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 6 was the discussion regarding the licensing application flowchart.  Ms. DeSobe discussed the flowchart.  

Agenda Item 7 was the discussion regarding the final disciplinary action on MF-06-008 (HK). A motion was made by Mr. Puhl to accept the agreed order.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 8 was the discussion regarding the Sunset Management Recommendation 3.16 – the board should use the complaint trend analysis to address recurring problems. Mr. Mills discussed the complaint trend analysis. No action taken.

Agenda Item 10 was the discussion regarding a new policy regarding the proposed Professional Licensing and Certification Unit policy regarding licensing of persons with criminal backgrounds. Ms. Peterson discussed the recent audit.  A motion was made by   Ms. Clack to accept the policy.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 11 was the discussion regarding the report from the Board Chair. Dr. Hinson discussed the recent AMFTRB conference.  Mr. Puhl also addressed the topics addressed at the conference.  Dr. Hinson recommended Mr. Puhl to attend the next AMFTRB meeting.
