Agenda Item 1 was to call the meeting to order at 9:15 am by Dr. Oliver, Chair.

Agenda Item 2 was the approval of minutes from the October 29, 2004 meeting. Waymon Hinson made the motion to accept the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 5 was the report from Professional Licensing and Certification Division representative.

Stephen Mills gave the report. He discussed the budget, the Sunset Commission report and the reorganization of the Professional Licensing and Certification Unit.  He also discussed the status of the Texas Online Project.  

Agenda Item 11 was the discussion and possible action regarding the reorganization of the Professional Licensing and Certification Division, Bureau of Licensing Compliance and the Health and Human Service Commission in response to HB 2292.  Andrew Marks discussed the reorganization and functionalization of the unit.   He also discussed the renewal process and phone concerns.

Agenda Item 3 was the report from the Board Chair.  Dr. Oliver discussed the Sunset process and problems with examination candidates.  She also thanked Dr. VanAmburgh and Ms. Weimer for their work with the board.

Agenda Item 4 was the report from the Executive Director.  Andrew Marks gave the report.  He discussed the functions of the reorganization of the Professional Licensing and Certification Unit.  

Agenda Item 6 was the discussion and possible action regarding reports from board committees.

Waymon Hinson gave the Ethics Committee report.  Dr. Hinson reported that the committee discussed 7 complaints, of which 3 were closed with no violation, 1 complaint was closed as unsubstantiated but with advisement, 1 proposed reprimand, 1 complaint closed as unsubstantiated, and 1 probated suspension.  He also reported that 3 informal settlement conferences were held, of which 2 complaints were closed with letter of advisement and 1 probated suspension.  A motion was made by Brenda VanAmburgh to accept the report.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Sandra DeSobe gave the Licensing Standards Committee report.  She reported that the committee reviewed the requests of individuals who have failed the examination more than once and course approval.  A motion was made by Joe Ann Clack to accept the report.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Brenda VanAmburgh gave the Professional Development Committee report.  No action was taken.

Jackie Weimer gave the Rules Committee report.  No action was taken.

Agenda Item 7 was the discussion and possible action on pending complaints awaiting final disciplinary action.  No action taken.

Agenda Item 8 was the discussion and possible action related to proposed changes in 22 Texas Administrative Code, Part 35, Chapter 801.  No action taken.

Agenda Item 9 was the discussion and possible action regarding the Consumer Health Protection (CHP) Regulatory Texas Online Project.  No action taken.
