Crisis Services and Diversion Action Plan 
LMHAs are required to submit a comprehensive Local Service Area Plan (LSAP) in FY 2010 as described in Information Item I.  The FY 2010 LSAP consolidates the Local Service Plan, the Crisis Services Plan, the Diversion Action Plan, and the Provider Network Development Plan. 
Because of the intense activity and new resources associated with crisis services and diversion initiatives, an FY 2010 Crisis Services Plan and the Diversion Action Plan will be prepared and submitted in advance of the comprehensive LSAP, with updated versions describing plans for FY 2011 submitted as part of the comprehensive LSAP.  
A The FY 2010 Crisis Services Plan and Diversion Action Plan shall be submitted in accordance with the timeframes set forth in Information Item S. 
B The following sections from Information Item I shall be addressed in the FY 2010 Crisis Services and the Diversion Action Plan:

1. Content, paragraphs 3-6

C The FY 2010 Crisis Services Plan and the Diversion Action Plan should comply with the Stakeholder Participation requirements as well as all elements in the Requirements and Objectives sections of Information Item I.

D The LMHA shall subsequently update the FY 2010 Crisis Services Plan and Diversion Action Plan as part of the consolidated LSAP as set forth in Information Item I.

E Updates to the FY 2010 Crisis Services Plan and Diversion Action Plan that occur during the intervening months, including any budget or program changes, shall be submitted to the LMHA’s DSHS Contract Manager within 30 days of the update.
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
