Amy open discussion on HB 322 presumptive eligibility. Pam explained that bill proposes to sever relationship between Medicaid and SSI. Denise discussed parity bills. Discussion on bills related to LMHAs providing services outside current boundaries. Treatment center in Bexar county $6M. HB 405 authorizes emergency room physicians to use 24-hr hold in cases of danger to self or others. If no longer danger, release and report to LMHA Aaryce HB 3730, should MHPAC educate Legislature on issue? Read and discussed draft of testimony. Denise move for Aaryce to present to legislature on 4/9 on behalf of MHPAC. Janet 2nd. Vote unanimous. April 12 numerous bills affecting children will be heard. HB 1168 – SB 690, license board and care facilities. Discussed data sharing bills, which are moving forward. Advance directive registry doesn’t address MH. IDA passed from committee.
