Agenda Item 1 was the call to order at 1:19 p.m. by Ms. Strange, Committee Chair.

Agenda Item 2 was the reading and approval of the June 7, 2004 minutes. A motion was made by Dr. Schwarz to approve the minutes. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 3 was the discussion and possible action regarding Program Director's report. Ms. Feinleib presented the report. No action was taken. 

Agenda Item 11 was the discussion and possible action regarding Complaint# MW-04-016.A motion was made by Dr. Schwarz to close the complaint for no violation. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 4 was the discussion and possible action regarding Complaint# MW-02-004. A motion was made by Dr. Schwarz to grant approval for the requested extension to fulfill the payment obligations as specified in the Agreed Order. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 9 was the discussion and possible action regarding Complaint# MW-04-011. A motion was made by Dr. Schwarz to close the complaint for no violation. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 12 was the discussion and possible action regarding Complaint# MW-04-023. A motion was made by Dr. Schwarz to deny the renewal application for documentation. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 10 was the discussion and possible action regarding Complaint# MW-04-014. A motion was made by Ms. Strange to issue a letter of reprimand and require that, prior to re-documenting, the midwife attend a continuing education course regarding Emergency Complications of Birth, approved in accordance with the Texas Midwifery Board Rules, and that the first ten births conducted by the midwife to be discussed and reviewed by a preceptor/midwife to be determined by the Committee. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 8 was the discussion and possible action regarding Complaint# MW-04-005. A motion was made by Dr. Schwarz to issue a Notice of Violation for imposition of an administrative penalty of $1000; and in addition to require that the respondent submit to the committee within 90 days of receipt of the Notice of Violation a revised copy of the midwife’s protocols which are consistent with the Board Rules and proof that a physician has reviewed and approved her standing delegation orders within the last 12 months; to send a letter to the birthing center regarding the issues involved in the complaint; and to refer the complaint to DSHS-Health Facility Licensing. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 5, 6, and 7 was the discussion and possible action regarding Complaint# MW-03-014, MW-03-017, and MW-04-003. A motion was made by Ms. Strange that a Letter of Reprimand be issued to the respondent with a $900 administrative penalty fee ($100.00 per violation); require the respondent agrees to complete twice the number of continuing education (CE) hours normally required for her next renewal of her midwifery documentation, and to complete the CE hours in a classroom, not through an Internet CE provider, with at least one of the classes being on the subject of "writing midwifery protocols"; and the respondent would be required to submit a complete set of her midwifery protocols to the Complaint Review Committee within 90 days of documenting. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 13 was the setting of future meeting dates. The committee will meet on December 13th at 11:00 a.m. 

Agenda Item 14 was announcements and comments not requiring board action. No announcements were made.

Agenda Item 16 was public comments. No public comments were received.

Agenda Item 17 was adjournment. The meeting was adjourned at 3:30 p.m.
