The transition of regulation of Midwifery from the Department of State Health Services (DSHS) to the TDLR is currently taking place, pursuant to Senate Bill 202, 84th Legislature, 2015, with both agencies actively supporting the transition. The Midwifery Advisory Board under the TDLR and the Midwifery Board under the DSHS have common members on each board. Those members may be present in numbers sufficient to establish a quorum at the meeting held by the other agency. Therefore, in an effort to keep the public fully apprised of all public business concerning the regulation of midwifery, TDLR and DSHS are posting every meeting of the DSHS board as a meeting of the TDLR boards, and every meeting of the TDLR board as a meeting of the DSHS board. Please note that the issues on their respective agendas will relate to the business of the board of that host agency and public comment should be directed at those issues.
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
