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Institutional Outbreaks and School Closures

Multiple reports of higher than usual flu activity have been received. We are monitoring
activity closely. During week 6, one school closed in Medina County due to high
absenteeism, and one school closed in Kerr County due to Flu A.

Summary
Influenza activity has been increasing in Texas over the past few weeks. Compared to the
previous week, the percentage of specimens testing positive for influenza reported by
hospital and public health laboratories and patient visits due to influenza-like illness (ILI)
slightly increased. Five school closures due to ILI and 5 outbreaks due to influenza or
influenza-like illness were reported. One influenza-associated pediatric death was
reported. In additon to flu, other respiratory viruses—especially RSV and
rhino/enteroviruses—were detected in Texas during week 06.
