	Certification of Peer Support Specialists Group: 
Goal 1: Development of individual and organizational certification – Discussed the certification of peer support specialists and how other states have implemented certification.  May follow Florida’s example. 
Goal 2: Obtaining funding – need to seek out block grant funds
ROSC in Rural Area Group:
Discussion ensued of special healthcare needs for rural settings.  Looking to collaborate with other agencies already successfully offering services specifically with regards to teleconferences, obtaining approvals of electronic signatures to streamline service delivery.  Rural services may need a waiver to expand group sizes.  Looking into the idea of providing counseling monthly telephonically.
Collaboration of ROSC Support Services Group:

Working on educational packet, developing resources and researching existing policies/procedures.  Looking into tapping into the Texas Criminal Justice Coalition resources.  
This group reported extensive discussion of types of housing available throughout Texas. 

Harm Reduction Group:

Primary goal is to educate people about the philosophy of harm reduction.  A focus group of consumers has been developed. This group is interacting with similar groups in Houston as well as developing educational materials.  Efforts are being made to build a support community for people on methadone.
The Role of Recovery Support and Treatment:

Group has developed four goals. 
 To Ensure ROSC treatment is integrated and funded into SA treatment services.  

 .Build community coalitions creating ROSC
 Location of OSAR’s in treatment services to supply peer to peer coordination
 Participate in SAMSHA grant writing for statewide ROSC
