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Executive Summary

Key Findings for Fiscal Year 2006
· Five school-based health centers (SBHCs) received funding from the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS).  Two SBHCs were in their third year of funding; two were in their second year; and one was in its first year and received funding in April of FY 06. Only limited comparisons of utilization trends and academic achievement could be made for the school that was in its first year of funding. 
· Nearly 5,800 students across 17 campuses had access to DSHS-funded SBHCs. The centers reported an enrollment of 4,005 with 3,022 visits. 
· One SBHC director reported that 88 percent of all visits were Medicaid visits. Of the $181,162 billed to Medicaid for these visits, the center received $77,547 or 43 percent of the amount billed. 

· Between 2005 and 2006, two of the school districts saw an increase in the number of students that passed the Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills.     
Future Activities
· Future efforts will include development of data collection strategies at the school campus level to better address utilization rates.  This data will be used to recruit school districts with large “at-risk” and underserved populations. 
· DSHS program staff will continue to identify and reduce barriers to school districts that pursue DSHS start-up grant funding.

Fiscal Year 2006 Annual Report on School-Based Health Centers

Texas Education Code, Chapter 38, §38.064, requires the Commissioner of State Health Services to issue an annual report to the Legislature about the efficacy of school-based health centers (SBHCs), including centers that receive funds from the Department of State Health Services (DSHS). This report focuses on SBHCs that received funding from DSHS in Fiscal Year 2006.  
Background

According to the 2004 U.S. Census, 21.4 percent of children in Texas younger than 18 have no health insurance. Because lack of health insurance may result in little or no access to needed services, school nurses see a large number of students with physical and mental health conditions that negatively affect students' school attendance and their ability to pay attention in class, control their anger, and refrain from self-destructive impulses. Academic performance may be lower than expected because some students are not prepared to learn when they arrive at school. In order to address these issues, DSHS provides start-up funding for SBHCs in areas where students are in most need of health care. 

Since the first SBHC in the United States opened in Dallas in 1970, SBHCs have been a means of providing basic health care to medically underserved children and adolescents. Today, there are nearly 100 SBHCs serving students in Texas as reported by the Texas Association of School-Based Heath Centers (TASBHC) in June 2007. The centers use a comprehensive, affordable, multi-disciplinary approach to address the health care needs of school children. Often an array of services is provided, including but not limited to:

· Immunizations 

· Well-child exams 

· Sports physicals 

· Acute care for minor illness and injury 

· Management of chronic illness 

· Dental screenings, treatment and referral 

· Mental health services, and 

· Basic health education 

In 1993, DSHS, formerly the Texas Department of Health, began providing competitive grant funding appropriated by the Legislature to assist Texas communities in establishing SBHCs. Since that time, 39 SBHCs have been funded. Of those, 24 were in operation in FY 2006 (see map on page 4). During Fiscal Year 2006, DSHS funded the following five SBHC projects: 

· Bangs Independent School District (ISD) – 1st year of funding, starting in April 2006
· La Marque ISD – 2nd year of funding

· Tornillo ISD – 2nd year of funding

· Somerset ISD – 3rd  year of funding

· Cedar Ridge Charter School – 3rd  year of funding
In January 2006, Cedar Ridge Charter School and its SBHC closed due to its low academic performance, so data from this SBHC are not included in this report. 

SBHCs are usually located on school campuses, although easily accessible sites located off campus have also been funded, as have mobile clinics. In some communities, the SBHC is located on one campus and only serves the students at that school. In other communities, a SBHC located on one campus may also serve other nearby feeder schools. Each center is tailored to meet the needs of the community.  
SBHCs typically operate independently with the school nurse being the linkage for referring students for more advanced services. Before medical services are rendered in the SBHC, students must have a signed, parental consent form on file indicating all services that will be provided to the student. In many instances, family members, such as siblings or children of parenting teens, are also eligible to use SBHC services.

As required in 1999 by the 76th Legislature, DSHS has provided start-up funding to SBHCs in accordance with the Texas Education Code (TEC), Chapter 38.  The program currently allows a maximum three years of funding, ranging from $125,000 in year one to $62,500 in year three. 
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Evaluation Methods

Multiple sources of quantitative and qualitative data were analyzed for this report. The report highlights service utilization data identified in SBHC quarterly reports, Texas Education Agency (TEA) Public Education Information Management System (PEIMS) data, as well as information from key stakeholders.  

This report focuses on the three SBHCs that were in their second or third year of funding and that provided services during the entire school year for FY 2006.

Academic achievement, attendance rates, graduation and dropout rates have been examined. Evaluating whether SBHCs have an impact on educational outcomes is a key area of interest for DSHS. However, the data that are available for district outcomes is only a snapshot and cannot be tied empirically to the impact of the SBHC.  For the purposes of this report, SBHC district measures were compared to available state measures. Correlation between SBHC utilization and student outcomes cannot be established with current evaluation resources. A true determination of the impact of SBHCs on academic achievement should be measured by tracking student outcomes, exam scores, attendance rates, and SBHC service utilization for individual students.  Ideally, these measurements would be taken before and after a given academic year and compared to pre and post measurements among students in districts without SBHCs.
Demographics

Access to Care

During FY 2006, DSHS-funded SBHCs were well utilized by students.

· Nearly 5,800 students on 17 campuses had access to services. 
· Among districts that received funding and provided services during the entire FY 2006 school year, two were located near metropolitan areas and one was located in a rural area:

· Tornillo ISD is located near El Paso. 

· La Marque ISD is located near Galveston. 

· Somerset ISD is located in Somerset, in south central Texas.
· The two districts that received funding but only provided limited services during FY 2006, were located in rural areas: 
· Bangs ISD is located near Brownwood, in central Texas.

· Cedar Ridge Charter School is located in Lometa, in north central Texas. 

Enrollment

In 2006, there were 4,005 students enrolled for services in the three SBHCs that were open the entire year. In addition, 817 non-students, including siblings and other family/community members, were also enrolled for SBHC services. Table 1 illustrates distribution of enrollment among the three SBHCs.

According to SBHC data submitted to DSHS, the three school districts serving 17 campuses enrolled a total of 4,005 students, which represented 69 percent of the student population.  As illustrated in Figure 1, 73 percent of students were Hispanic; 12 percent were White, non-Hispanic; 15 percent were Black, non-Hispanic and less than one percent was classified as other. 
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Overview of Services of All DSHS-Funded School-Based Health Centers  

The following is a summary of information from SBHC quarterly reports submitted to the DSHS School Health Program in FY 2006.  The reports quantify SBHC activities such as the number and type of clinic visits, Medicaid visits, immunizations, referrals, educational outcomes as well as anecdotal information. Some data are presented from SBHCs funded by DSHS from FY 2003 to FY 2005 for comparison.
Total Visits:  FY 2006
· Project directors reported more than 3,000 student visits to SBHCs.

· One SBHC director reported that 88 percent of all visits were Medicaid visits. Of the $181,162 billed for these visits, the center received $77,547, or 43 percent of its claims. 

The most frequently cited reasons for visits to a SBHC were:

· Preventive health service including primary care through well-baby and child check-ups, immunizations and sports physicals

· Minor illnesses including otitis media (ear infection), sinusitis, urinary tract infections and headaches

The most common diagnoses at the SBHCs were:

· Upper respiratory infection

· Viral illness

· Otitis media 

· Urinary tract infections

The most common lab work completed in SBHCs:

· Random glucose testing 

· Group B streptococcus screening tests 

· Lead screening
The most common reasons for referral for services outside the SBHC:

· Asthma
· Fractures

· Vision 
Immunizations

The total number of immunizations administered in state-funded SBHCs FY 2004 through FY 2006 was 11,814 (see Figure 2). In FY 2004 and FY 2005, the highest number of immunization administered occurred in the fourth quarter. During FY 2006, the highest number of immunizations administered occurred in the first quarter. 

Between FY 2004 and FY 2006, the total number of immunizations administered decreased by 57 percent, from 4,811 to 2,058. The decrease is attributed to two factors.  First, the number of SBHCs administering immunizations in FY 2006 decreased. In FY 2004, there were five SBHCs administering immunizations compared to three SBHCs in FY 2006. The second contributing factor is that the SBHCs funded during FY 2006 did not provide services during the summer months, which makes up the fourth quarter.  
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Immunizations, well-child visits, and physical examinations were the most common preventive care services provided by SBHCs. In addition to preventive and acute care provided by the funded sites, referrals were made by one site for specialty services and treatment for vision, neurology, cardiology, and psychological problems. Tornillo ISD referred 158 students to community providers, and close to eighty percent of those referred kept their appointments. This was six percent of all Tornillo patient visits. The other two funded sites in their second or third year of funding did not report referring students to community providers for services.

Measuring Educational Outcomes

One of the goals of the annual SBHC efficacy report is to examine the extent to which SBHCs have had an effect on attendance rates, academic achievement, and graduation and dropout rates. Unfortunately, the ability to do this is complicated by two issues. First, two of the five participating school districts provided limited services during FY 2006. One district that was in its first year of funding did not receive funds until April, and therefore only provided immunization services during the fourth quarter of FY 2006. The other district closed during its third year of funding and only provided limited services during FY 2006. Second, the small percentage of students receiving SBHC services at a particular district may not influence the overall district rate, which is how the data are published by TEA. 
Attendance Rates

There was no significant difference in attendance rates between 2005 and 2006 in the three school districts. This is consistent with state and regional data that also indicate no significant change. A review of research completed by the National Assembly on School-Based Health Centers (NASBHC)
 indicates that substantial positive change in attendance rates does occur among students with chronic illnesses when a SBHC is present. 

Dropout Rates

There was no significant change between 2005 and 2006 in dropout rates among the three school districts funded by DSHS in FY 2006 that provided services throughout the school year. 
Graduation Rates

While there was not a significant change in graduation rates among the funded sites for FY 2006, graduation rates have increased among two sites that received DSHS funding from FY 2003 through FY 2005. Figure 3 indicates graduation rates for Clint ISD and Texas City ISD for FY 2003 through FY 2005. Clint ISD reported a graduation rate of 82.8 percent
 in 2002, the year before the SBHC opened. The graduation rate for 2005, the third year of SBHC funding, increased to 92.8 percent
. Texas City ISD graduation rates were similar from 2003
 to 2005
.

Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills (TAKS) 
Texas began to administer the TAKS test to students in grades 3 through 11 during the 2002–2003 school year. TAKS data were obtained from TEA for FY 2004 through FY 2006 to measure “pass rates” among students in districts with SBHCs funded by DSHS. Of the three schools where TAKS scores were available, two districts improved the number of students that passed the TAKS test and the other district’s rate remained the same from FY 2005 to FY 2006 (see Figure 4). While there were some positive changes reported by the two school districts, the passing rates for all three districts still remain below the state’s average and are difficult to attribute specifically to the presence of a SBHC.  By law, DSHS is required to focus funding on SBHCs in rural, impoverished areas of the state. These areas typically score lower on TAKS.

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Difficulties Faced By SBHCs

Districts often face challenges when trying to establish, implement and sustain a SBHC.  The following is a brief summary of some of those issues.
Funding Application Issues

There was a steady decline in the number of applications for DSHS funding between 2002 and 2005, although the program saw an increase in applications in 2006. Nevertheless, a competitive application process still presents a barrier for some school districts. According to an informal survey of past, current and potential contractors conducted at the 2006 TASBHC Conference, eight of the 10 stakeholders stated that the application process was too difficult, specifically for school districts. Several concerns were identified:

· School nurses and other school personnel have limited resources to complete a needs assessment or to develop advisory groups. 

· School staff often do not have the time or training to write grants. 

· Both experienced and inexperienced grant-writers described the Request for Proposal as intimidating, and cited Historically Underutilized Business (HUB) requirements as a major obstacle.
· More training and technical assistance is needed to support applicants after funding is received. 
The DSHS School Health Program has started to address these issues by providing technical assistance and placement of information on the program web site to assist in the RFP process.

Implementation Issues

Billing issues, especially related to Medicaid, continue to create challenges for SBHC management. A report conducted by NASBHC in 2000
 suggested that SBHCs located throughout the nation are challenged by Medicaid billing. Problems surrounding Medicaid reimbursements are primarily a function of state policies and vary as to what types of services can be fully reimbursed. According to the report, the majority of states indicated that of all services billed, only a small proportion was reimbursed, and only two states reported reimbursement rates greater than 50 percent. 

In FY 2006, only two SBHCs funded by DSHS billed Medicaid for services, despite the fact that over 90 percent of the clients in all five SBHCs combined were eligible. The two sites that did bill Medicaid were reimbursed for 42 percent of the amount they billed. The inability to fully recover the amount billed to Medicaid has the potential to impact the provision of services and future sustainability. 
Sustainability

Sustainability continues to be an issue in Texas. Though there are nearly 100 SBHCs in the state, funding remains a problem. A total of 38 SBHCs have received funding through DSHS since FY 1994. Of the 38, 14 have closed. The lack of sustained funding is the primary reason for the 37 percent closure rate among the DSHS-funded SBHCs. 
Conclusion

DSHS-funded SBHCs continue to provide preventive and primary care to medically underserved students in Texas with positive results:

· During FY 2006, nearly 5,800 students across 17 campuses had access to a DSHS-funded SBHC.

· Over 3,000 students, siblings, other family and community members utilized the DSHS-funded SBHCs. 
· Immunizations, well-child visits, and physical examinations were the most common preventive-care services provided by school-based health centers. 

The relationship between SBHCs and academic achievement, as defined by TAKS scores, also showed promising results. TAKS scores increased slightly in two of the three districts that were in their second or third year of funding. Even so, correlation between SBHC utilization and student educational outcomes cannot be established with current evaluation resources. 

A review of existing research reveals the complexity of documenting a relationship between the provision of health care within schools and an effect upon academic performance. SBHCs strive to improve health behaviors and outcomes, which, in turn, can influence educational behaviors and outcomes. Given that SBHCs do not typically provide educational enrichment activities, the relationship with academic performance should be thought of as indirect. 

Districts face challenges when trying to establish, implement and sustain a SBHC. Stakeholders indicate that the DSHS application process is difficult for school districts that often do not have expertise in grant writing. While a few of the SBHCs show progress in billing Medicaid, the Medicaid billing process often requires more staff time than can be recouped through reimbursement. 
In addition to technical assistance with the RFP process, the School Health Program also assists contractors in locating resources and planning for funding needed to continue services. SBHCs make significant contributions to the health of children with some of the greatest needs in Texas.[image: image6]
