Agenda Item I:   Welcome and Opening Remarks – Anita Wheeler-Hill  

A.
The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. Anita Wheeler-Hill presided due to the absence of the presiding and assistant presiding officers.  There was no quorum; therefore, the meeting was declared a “working group.”  Voting and regular committee business was not held and any official business was held over until the May 10, 2010 meeting.
B.
The agenda was reviewed.  Via group agreement, a friendly request made by Marissa Rathbone was accepted to move the school health survey report to 10:45 a.m. and the school-based health center RFP presentation to 1:15 p.m. in place of the scheduled school health survey report. 
C.    Mrs. Wheeler-Hill welcomed those attending the meeting and asked guests to introduce themselves.  The following guests were in attendance:  Onnalita Sutton from the Texas Education Agency (TEA), 

Sarah Gandara of the Texas Optometric Association and Marion Stoutner, Department of State Health Services (DSHS) staff.
D.    Minutes from the January 11, 2010, TSHAC (Texas School Health Advisory Committee) meeting were presented for review.  A vote to accept the minutes with the following corrections, will be called at the May 10th meeting:  Agenda Item II. C. Screening Tool – “science based” will be changed to “scientifically-based”; and, Agenda Item VIII. Next Meeting – the following yearly meeting dates will be added to the minutes:  “September 13, 2010, November 15, 2010, January 10, 2011, March 7, 2011 and May 9, 2011.”
Agenda Item II:  Coordinated School Health (CSH) Recommendations Work Group Final Reports and Next Steps – Anita Wheeler-Hill
Detailed below are follow up reports on third drafts of assigned projects resulting from activities determined from the CSH Recommendations document.  Group leads presented the following reports for review which reflected the changes so far:
A.   Template for a CSH annual progress report for a SHAC to deliver to their school board work group.  
The PowerPoint template was presented for review by Jan Hungate, group lead, with edits made from the January 11th meeting.  Members agreed the template was acceptable as presented and should be posted on the TSHAC Web site.  The slide presentation will be sent to TSHAC members.  One suggestion was made that the statement: “A minimum of five members must be appointed by the Board of Trustees to serve on the SHAC”, would be appropriate on slide #22 – District/campus-related Legislated Requirements as well as slide #21 – Committee-related Legislated Requirements.  It was suggested that this presentation could serve as a workshop to orient new SHAC members. Also suggested was that a slide be added to show results of a SHAC self-assessment.
B.   Steps to use identified data sets from the School Health Survey work group.  This work group, led by Kelly Reed-Hirsch, reported on feedback received from member requests for CSH data sets.  After much discussion, it was determined the purpose of the document was to identify data sets.  A second document will be developed sometime in the future to identify resources.  The following additional suggestions to the data sets document were made:
1.  Instructions on how to navigate within the link will be added when applicable.
2.  Since the school health survey data is not published on the TEA Web site yet, instruction on how to access a public records request will be added.
3.  TAKS, PIEMS, FitnessGram® data

Additional suggestions were made for the resources document:
1.  Data is needed for Campus Improvement Plans (CIPs) 

2.  do TETN on grant writing – make the connection between the data sets document as a resource for grant writing

3.  Create evaluation strategies and assessment tools – Carey Dabney suggested that an assessment tool be developed from existing assessment tools that SHACs can use.  She agreed to create this and will send members samples she has extracted from other programs.
4.  School Health Index

5.  Community Readiness Tool – Cathy Harris will email tool to members via staff.

Mrs. Reed-Hirsch will develop the new purpose for the data sets tool to include instructions for use containing a clear distinction between resources and data sets.  Once developed, she will send to members and ask for new resources.  Lists will be reviewed and compared at the May meeting in preparation for the final document.
C.    Screening tool for the TSHAC work group – In the absence of Jane Tustin, Sue Beatty presented a final draft of the School Health Initiative Screening Tool.  The tool was generally accepted by the group and will be formally accepted at the May meeting.  Kelly Reed-Hirsch reported that she presented the screening tool to her district leadership group.  It was positively received and something they thought they would use.  The following suggestions were made:

1.  Add the question:  “Is this in your 5-year plan, CIP, District Improvement Plan?
2.  Add the question:  “Does this meet district, state, local policy?”

3.  Add title of the initiative

4.  Add signature of “reviewer” and place for multiple reviewers when tool is used to compile responses.
5.  Needs more detailed instructions, such as; each reviewer fills out their own review sheet

Agenda Item IV and VI:  Agency Briefs (item moved per friendly agreement) and SHAC CSH Training Program and SHAC Chairperson Orientation Tool
The TEA brief was discussed simultaneously with the SHAC/CSH Training Tool topic.

4. School Health Survey

a.     Data review:

· Good response:  1,052 districts responded

· FitnessGram® coordinators’ and SHAC chairs’ email addresses obtained through the survey
· 677 districts will keep health education as a graduation requirement

· Many more districts are loosing school nurses as compared to last survey
· About ½ districts reported having school gardens

b.     Recommendations:
· Provide links to SHAC minutes

· Ask how many PTAs have healthy lifestyle chairs

· Survey should be earlier next year because legislature will be in session

· TSHAC should discuss feasibility of creating a recommendations document identifying benefits of school districts that prohibit P.E. as punishment – vote at May meeting.
· Members should think about questions for survey for next year.

  SHAC Awards



TEA’s SHAC awards will again be offered to districts that meet criteria.  This year 16 awards are available for $4,500 each.  A link to TEA’s announcement of availability of award Web page will be provided on the TSHAC Web site and announced in the Friday Beat.

Agenda Item V:  Issue Brief on Health Education – Anita Wheeler-Hill
Members discussed developing an issue brief on the support of health education in schools.  It was decided to contact Linda Seewald to steward this task.  Anita will call Linda to see if she would lead this group.  Others identified to serve with Linda were Mario Reyna, Sue Beatty and Marissa Rathbone.  Position statements and resolutions already exist on health education in schools for AAHE and ASHA.  The group will report at the May meeting.
Agenda Item III:  School-Based Health Centers RFP (item moved per friendly agreement) Anita Wheeler-Hill
This year’s school-based health center (SBHC) RFP was opened up to hospitals and non-profits.  Partners could come to the table and collaborate in planning and implementation of the SBHC with a memorandum of understanding.  The funding cycle is for 3 to 5 years with a focus on sustainability in the 5th year.  Two new categories were added:  new and expansive grants.  The RFP will launch April 1, 2010.
