Agenda Item I:   Welcome and Opening Remarks, Approval of Agenda and Minutes  

A.
   The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by the Presiding Officer, Jan Hungate, Ed.D.

B.     Dr. Hungate welcomed those attending the meeting; introduced Susan Donnenfield, a new member; and asked the guests to introduce themselves.  The following guests were in attendance:  Josette Saxton, Texans Care for Children and John Litaker, The Litaker Group, today’s facilitator.

Dr. Hungate announced that Rhonda Carr and Sue Beatty’s term of office was up in June and recognized both of them for their service with the TSHAC by presenting Certificates of Appreciation.  It was also announced that Dr. Hungate agreed to serve another term as Presiding Officer and Wrennah Gabbert, Ph.D. agreed to serve another term as Assistant Presiding Officer. 
C.
The agenda was reviewed and changes were called for.  Bob Conlon, Ph.D. asked that his topic on the revision of the Bullying Prevention Toolkit be tabled until the September meeting.  Kelly Reed-Hirsch asked if her topic on the Childhood Obesity Prevention Resolution be moved from item #IV to item III.  ACTION:  Moved by Bill Coon; seconded by Tamalyn Neuendorff, and approved by the members to accept the agenda with changes.
D.     Minutes from the March 3, 2014 Texas School Health Advisory Committee (TSHAC) meeting were presented for approval.  ACTION:  Hearing no objections, it was moved by Bob Conlon, seconded by Bill Coon, and approved by the members to accept as written, the March 3, 2014, TSHAC meeting minutes.  
Agenda Item II:  5-year Work Plan Planning Session – John Litaker, Ph.D.
Dr. Litaker led the group through a facilitated brainstorming session to identify and prioritize activities for the next TSHAC 5-year plan. During the session, and as a result of the groupings of activities identified, it was suggested that the TSHAC website be re-organized into the eight components of coordinated school health, and that each product placed on a component page would display an executive summary of the recommendation, the featured research and recommendation document, tools, and resources. Results of the session will be shared with the members at the Sept. 8th meeting where the activities will be prioritized and the top five activities will be identified for implementation over the next five years.
Agenda Item III.    Childhood Obesity Prevention Resolution – Kelly Reed-Hirsch
The Resolution was presented by Mrs. Reed-Hirsch.  After giving background information on the document, noting that contact could not be made with the PTA to agree to a joint resolution, it was suggested to change the document to come from the district SHAC’s perspective.  It was felt changing it this way would make it a more useful tool.  Mrs. Reed-Hirsch will make the changes to the document and send to staff for posting on the website.  ACTION: It was moved by Bill Coon, seconded by Tamalyn Neuendorff and approved by the members to accept the document with changes.
Although not on the agenda, the Reproductive Health Education Research and Recommendation document was presented as informational. Mrs. Reed-Hirsch informed the members that all the previous changes recommended by members have been made; however, the document still needs to be vetted through the DSHS Health Promotion and Chronic Disease Prevention section for approval.  As soon as that approval is received, the document will be posted on the website. The members approved the Resolution at the March 3, 2014, TSHAC meeting.
Agenda Item IV. Agency Reports

A. Texas Education Agency – Barney Fudge
1. Coordinated School Health Programs – The announcement of new vendor programs is still pending.  District programs and Bienestar have been given an opportunity to submit additional data and the review committee will meet again sometime in the near future to review these programs for possible approval.
2. School Health Survey – TEA is anticipating an addressed letter “To the Administrator” to be posted sometime in the current week with information regarding the survey.  A deadline for surveys to be returned has not been set.

3. Fitnessgram® - As of this past week, only 34 school districts had submitted data via the PFAI system.  It is hopeful that the majority of the districts are utilizing FG10 for submission of their data.

4. Mental Health Collaborative – TEA, DSHS, Department of Aging and Disabilities, Department of Family and Protective Services, and the Texas Juvenile Justice Department have met to explore opportunities to partner on implementing mental health initiatives for school-age children and families. 

5. State Bullying Campaign – TEA coordinating with the Texas School Safety Center has a goal to introduce a toolkit in October, 2014 during Bullying Prevention week, for schools to educate students and staff on bullying and how to promote upstanders,

6. The University of Pennsylvania Communications department has been contacting TSHAC members regarding their position on sex education.  Members were cautioned, if they get a call, to avoid giving any statement or opinion on this subject.

B. Texas Department of Agriculture – Melissa Dozier-Gonzales
1. Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) – Applications are now open and resources are available at Squaremeals.org/CEP.

2. Equipment Grants – This grant opportunity is open to all school districts.  Schools that apply are rated competitively against all other schools.  The application period closes May 30, 2014, and awards will be announced by August 15, 2014.  Applications can be found at Squaremeals.org.

3. Summer Food Service Program – Sites will open in June. Applications for the Summer Food Service Program are open until May 30, 2014.  Outreach materials will be provided to all schools.

4. Universal Breakfast Waivers – Applications are due June 30, 2014.  Nine districts have requested waivers to date.

5. Federal Updates – Smart Snacks rule will go into effect July 1, 2014. Melissa will send TSHAC staff a summary of the Smart Snacks rule. The Wellness Policy proposed rule will impact school advertising.  The proposed professional standards rule impacts child nutrition staff.

6. Exempted Fundraisers – No “exempted” fundraisers will be allowed in schools. Fundraisers that meet Smart Snacks requirements or non-food items are still allowed.
7. A mail out to schools this summer will include information on Smart Snacks, fundraisers, wellness policy recommendations and CEP.

8. Proposed comments – Texas School Nutrition Policy addresses soft drinks and time/place restrictions.  Comments are due June 3, 2014.

C. Texas Department of State Health Services – Anita Wheeler-Hill, MSN, R.N.
1. SHAC 101 Trainings – This under development training represents a partnership between DSHS, Active Life, AgriLife, Texas Action for Healthy Kids (TAHK), YMCA and PTA.  Training on SHACs will be part of the Growing Healthy Communities trainings sponsored by SNAP-Ed.

2. Awards for Excellence in Texas School Health (AFE) – TAHK is the new sponsor for AFE. They will be hosting the awards ceremony at a banquet during their annual Summit at the J. J. Pickle U.T. Research Center in Austin on January 29, 2015.  The timeline for AFE was re-adjusted this year in order to accommodate TAHK and allow the judges to have more time to review and score applications. Winners will be announced May 23, 2014.
3. PAC Grant – Activities are focused on physical activity and nutrition.  Trainings are scheduled with local regional health departments in the southern and eastern part of the state.

4. School Health Guide – a committee made up of school nurse administrators has been working on updating the guide.  Release date is targeted for August, 2014.

5. The School Health Program is currently in the process of updating the School Health Advisory Council Guide for School Districts.  It is targeted for completion in time for the SHAC 101 trainings.

Agenda Item V.  Resolution Supporting Inclusive Practices for Students with Exceptionalities in Texas Public Schools – Becky Rendon
Mrs. Rendon was unable to attend the meeting therefore Dr. Hungate presented the document in her place.  Suggested changes from the March 3, 2014, TSHAC meeting were made.  After review of the document, members suggested to add the Free and Appropriate Public Education information guaranteed by the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act as mentioned  in paragraph one; and, include child nutrition specialists as part of a collaborative team supporting students with exceptionalities as mentioned in the fifth “Whereas” of the document.  ACTION:  It was moved by Carmela James, seconded by Sue Beatty and approved by the members to accept the document with changes. 
Agenda Item VI.  Recommendations and Research for Offering Physical Activity Outside the School Day – Revision – Linda Seewald
Ms. Seewald presented the revised document for approval noting all changes suggested by members were made.  One typographical error was detected and will be corrected.  ACTION: It was moved by Bob Conlon, seconded by Sue Beatty, and approved by the members to accept the document.
Agenda Item VII. Bullying Prevention Toolkit Revision – Bob Conlon, Ph.D.

This topic will be moved to the September 8, 2014 TSHAC meeting agenda.  In the meantime, Dr. Conlon will review the Safety Center Toolkit to see if combining the two documents is possible or linking the Safety Center Toolkit to the TSHAC Toolkit would be a better option.
