ORDER OF COMMITMENT ON APPLICATION FOR EXTENDED MANAGEMENT OF PERSON WITH COMMUNICABLE DISEASE

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that:

1. Patient shall be committed to the       a       month period to expire on       under Court Order for the extended management of a person with a communicable disease.  The Patient may be released earlier upon the request of the      , the head of the      ,      , or upon further Order of the Court.

2. The       shall allow Patient to continue his daily activities and enjoy certain freedoms currently allowed on      .        may impose necessary restrictions if Patient fails or refuses to take his medications, acts out, or threatens or attempts to leave against medical advice.
