	Using the same syringe, hold bottle upside down and, making sure the needle tip remains in solution, gently withdraw solution (1 mg mark on syringe) from the bottle.  The plastic clip will prevent the rubber stopper from being pulled out of syringe.  If the plastic plunger rod separates from the rubber stopper, simply reinsert the rod by turning it clockwise.

	Children weighing less than 44 lb., give ½ the adult dose (0.5 mg).  Discard unused portion.
