SUBJECT: 2012 World Breastfeeding Month Theme and Materials 

 

Keeping connected to the community, both physically and digitally, has become a vital part of everyday 
life.  More and more people are turning to the online community for communication, education, support, 
resources, and to share their experiences.  Tapping into the digital world builds on the existing community 
by quickly connecting users to the information they seek.  Texas WIC celebrates World Breastfeeding 
Month (WBM) with a new theme, Connecting communities: Strengthening support for breastfeeding 
moms. 

Materials available for Breastfeeding Promotion 2012

Similar to greeting cards with a photo insert, these cards provide a fun/personalized way to include 
participants in breastfeeding promotion.  These cards can be given to participants at WBM celebrations, 
nutrition carnivals, or during counseling sessions. Participants can insert their own photo into the card to 
display in their homes or at their worksites. They serve as a great, portable incentive item for working 
moms who are pumping at work or school.
